	The following are the systems / applications I have worked on -

1. Project – DeFakto  – It is a telecom billing application (bills for the fixed lines and consolidates the invoice lines for other subscriptions). The application has a good number of scheduled jobs. The billing for the customers are based on the subscriptions, customer category, subscription usage, products availed, invoice type and many such factors which are implemented in the code level. Apart from the billing, the system generates business level reports like general ledger data and sends to the concerned application system. Also, it takes in any update request from external systems and perform the same after a series of business level validations implemented.

The system, being a very core system in the business architecture, interfaces with different application systems to get updates from each and send the same across. The external communication is via either an Message Queue or RMI.

Any change in business process, adoption of new products/terms of billing, introduction of new system interface and so on are implemented in DeFakto.

2. Project – OMS – The Order Management System is the GUI based on general business concepts for describing order entry and delivery processes based on some parameters. These orders are built-up in OMS GUI depending on the parameters (the customer requirements) while some are built-up in OMS on receiving a pre-order from a third party system. The built-up orders are then routed to the downstream intended system for its further processing and updation there. The incoming pre-orders and outgoing built orders pass through RMI and a Message Queue respectively.

The orders are built based on various code-level configurations and business logics implemented.

Implementing any new order building process for new interfacing systems entering the value chain, change in any business requirements, new subscriptions are done in OMS.

3. Project – B2B (Business to Business) – This is a middleware system which takes up the request from different systems and route the same to the concerned downstream system. Also, once the request is processed in the downstream systems, the response is sent back to the originating system via B2B. This communication with external systems take place through either RMI or Message Queues. The system has authorized and configured trade partners from whom any request/response/message would be authenticated and sent across.

The B2B system is built on the Metro platform (a framework with sequence of layers and each layer specializes for a particular kind of functionality).

Any new trade partners coming into the value chain has to be configured in B2B in the code level.
